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FOA Action Overview  
 
The main thrust of the message of the day took place during the warm up and prior to kick off.  
The players of both teams in each game warmed up in SRtRC RED T-shirts.   
 
This was supported by a simultaneous public address announcement condemning racism. 
 
All clubs were asked to post a website article relating to the match action, the Show Racism the 
Red Card campaign and any club-specific equality initiatives/progress that has been made since 
the first SRtRC Fortnight of Action in Wales. 
 
Each club were also asked to put an article in the match day program and publicize the day within 
their media and Football in the community departments. 
 
 
 

FOA Background in  Wales  
 
Each season the Clubs in Wales help reiterate their support of the campaign during a match day 
action as a vehicle to deliver SRtRC’s message.   
 
This action will form part of SRTRC’s Football Against Racism in Europe (FARE) Fortnight of 
Action, October 15th-31st 2010, featuring action in 35 European countries. FARE is the UEFA 
sponsored European initiative against racism in football. SRTRC is a core member of the FARE 
network. 
 
In addition to increasing the awareness of SRtRC’s work in Wales, the ‘day of action’ also helps 
member clubs underline and draw attention to the work that they are already doing in this area, 
and any progress that has been made since the SRtRC Fortnight of Action last October.

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Evaluation  
 
This season has been the most successful FOA to date in Wales and has seen an increase of 
the number of clubs involved spanning across all the major clubs including Wrexham AFC and 
Swansea City AFC actions for the first time while opening up the FOA opportunity to clubs 
outside of the Welsh Premier League. 
 
Further to this we expanded into the women’s game with Swansea Ladies involved and Cardiff 
city Ladies. With the addition of moving the young junior clubs actions from last season to its 
own week of action (November) we held a football tournament at a youth club in Cardiff as a 
pilot for future work next season which was a great occasion over the two days in half term. 
 
This season also saw more media coverage than ever in newspapers and club websites with 
almost every club even non host clubs featuring the FOA information on their clubs website. 
 
This season’s FOA has shown again the clubs fantastic support towards anti racism and 
ensuring a family environment free of any form of racism and discrimination. 
 
Each club post FOA were very enthusiastic to continue holding actions and events with SRtRC. 

Future Direction for the Fortnight of Action  
 
This season saw every club involved in top flight football in Wales including the National squad, 
next season we will be looking to retain actions while adding more from lower leagues in the 
Cymru Alliance Football League and the Welsh Football League. 
 
We are already in discussions with the FAW to include actions with the Welsh Women’s senior 
and U-19’s teams and also the Men’s U-21’s, U-19’s and U16’s squads.  
 
Grants Scheme 
 
While our social inclusion programs continue to grow and our involvement in the community, the 
FOA is a ideal occasion to further our work in this area utilizing Black history month. We are 
working on obtaining funding and working with Kick it out to provide grants to communities in 
Wales to host their own actions during the FOA linking in with their local football clubs. 
Our Scottish campaign has enjoyed much success with their grants scheme and we will be 
working with them to ensure we can roll out the program for next season.
